Bill Campbell was elected in 2003 to the Board of Supervisors to represent the Third District.  Campbell’s Third District includes Irvine, Tustin, Orange, Villa Park, Yorba Linda, Brea, the unincorporated communities of north Tustin, Orange Park Acres and much of the canyon areas of southeastern Orange County. 






In addition to his position on the Board, Campbell is a member of various committees including the Children’s Services Coordination Committee, In-Home Supportive Services Public Authority, the Library Advisory Board and Orange County Council of Governments. He also sits on the board of the Orange County Housing Authority, Orange County Transportation Authority, South Orange County Public Financing Authority, Southern California Water Committee, Transportation Corridor-Eastern/Foothill and Transportation Corridor-San Joaquin Hills.  

Prior to his election to the Board, Campbell founded BIMA Corporation, a franchisee of Taco Bell, and was a founding member of the Franchise Management Advisory Council with Taco Bell.  

From 1996 to 2002, he represented the 71st Assembly District in the California State Assembly.  As a member of the Assembly, he was the vice chairman of the Appropriations Committee.  He was also a member of the education, banking and finance, utilities and commerce committees.  

Campbell authored 32 bills that were signed into law including, a $400,000 grant for the Trabuco Canyon Bike Trail in southern Orange County, the Children’s Internet Protection Act and the Manufacturers Investment Tax Credit. In 1999, he was instrumental in passing legislation to fund the statewide eradication of California’s red imported fire ant infestation.

He earned his bachelor’s in electrical engineering from Loyola Marymount University and his master’s in business administration from Harvard Business School.  Campbell is a member of the Orange Chapter of Legatus and a former member of the Young Presidents’ Organization where he served on the International Board of Directors for four years. 

Campbell and his wife Mary have been residents of Villa Park for more than 25 years.  They have three sons, Patrick, Chris and Brian.
