Charles V. Smith was elected in 1996 to the Board of Supervisors to represent the First District.  He was elected to his second term in 2000.  Smith’s First Supervisorial District includes Midway City, Santa Ana, Westminster and the major portion of Garden Grove.

In addition to his position on the Board of Supervisors, Smith is a member of the Board of Directors for the Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCO), Urban Counties Caucus, Orange County Transportation Authority (OCTA), So. Cal. Regional Rail Authority (Metrolink) and the Children and Families Commission.

Prior to his election to the Board, he served on the Westminster Planning Commission and was then elected to City Council in 1984.  Two years later he was elected as Mayor and served four consecutive terms. In 1994, he ran unopposed. 

Smith is a member and former president of the Westminster Lions Club, a member of Westminster Elks Lodge 2346, American Legion, Post 222, VFW Post 5868, Master Mason in the Masonic Lodge and a former director and lifetime member of the Westminster Community Theater.  

Smith earned his bachelor’s degree in electrical engineering from Ohio State University and did graduate work at UCLA.  He retired after 30 years in aerospace engineering and project management in space and satellite communications with Rockwell International.  He is a former Marine Sergeant and combat veteran of the Korean War 

Smith and Nancy, his wife of 43 years, have four children and six grandchildren. They have lived in Westminster for 41 years. His colleagues on the Board have twice elected him to serve as Chairman of the Board.
