Fifth District, Orange County
In 1996, former Governor Peter Wilson appointed Thomas W. Wilson to the Fifth District seat on the Board of Supervisors. Two years later he was elected to a four-year term on the Board and is currently Vice Chairman.  Wilson served as the Chairman of the Board in 1998 and in 1999. Wilson's Fifth Supervisorial District includes Aliso Viejo, Coto de Caza, Dana Point, Laguna Beach, Laguna Hills, Laguna Niguel, Laguna Woods, Lake Forest including Foothill Ranch and Portola Hills, Mission Viejo, Newport Coast, Rancho Santa Margarita, San Clemente and San Juan Capistrano. 

In addition to being on the Board, Wilson is a member of the Orange County Transportation Authority, Transportation Corridor Agencies, the Orange County Fire Authority, the Southern California Regional Railroad Authority and is chair of the Orange County Coastal Coalition, chair of the California Coastal Coalition Executive Committee (CalCoast) and a member of the American Coastal Coalition in Washington, D.C. 


Wilson has actively participated in numerous boards, commissions and committees including the Monarch Beach Sunrise Rotary Club and the Orange County Points of Light Leadership Council. In 1991, he became a member of the South Coast Medical Center Winners Circle, serving as the director of that organization since 1993 and as the director of the Hospital Foundation Board of Directors since 1994. He has also been a member of the South Coast Medical Center Hospital Foundation Board of Trustees since 1992, and held the position of that Board's Vice President for two years. 
 
Wilson was president of the Laguna Niguel Community Council in 1988 and 1989 and was a member of the Citizens for Cityhood Committee. After a long struggle, he and the Citizens for Cityhood were successful in incorporating their community as the county's 28th city. In 1989, Wilson was elected to the first-ever Laguna Niguel City Council where he served until his appointment as Supervisor. While on the council, in 1991, Wilson was selected Mayor Pro-tem and a year later he was elected as the City's second Mayor, serving two consecutive one-year terms. 

Graduating cum laude, Wilson earned his bachelor’s degree from the University of Pittsburgh and received his master’s from California State University, Long Beach. 

He and his wife Nancy live in Laguna Hills. He has one son, 27-year-old Tom, who currently serves in the Navy and is married.
