Anatolian Cultures and Food Festival

By the authority of tfie Orange County Boand of Supervisors, the following resofution is hereby issued:

WHEREAS, on April 2, 2009 at the Orange County Fairgrounds, the Pacifica Institute will iold the Anatofian
Cultures and Food Festival; the Anatolian Cultures and Food Festival is the largest Turkish festival in the world; the
festival promises to amaze visitors for four days from April 2, through April 5, 2009; the festival will celebrate the
