The case is: County of Orange v. Orange County Assessment Appeals Board No. 3, OCSC Case No. 00CC03385 - All Districts (Continued from 11/20/01, Item SCS2; 12/4/01, Item CS-1; 12/18/01, CS-1)

	HELD, THE CHAIR READ:  THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS DIRECTED COUNTY COUNSEL NOT TO APPEAL THE ORDER FILED IN SUPERIOR COURT ON DECEMBER 27, 2001.  THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS RECOMMENDS THE ASSESSOR IMMEDIATELY CEASE ITS PRACTICE OF UTILIZING THE "RECAPTURE" METHOD AS A VIOLATION OF PROPOSITIONS 13 & 8 FROM THIS POINT FORWARD.  THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS DIRECTS THE APPROPRIATE DEPARTMENTS I.E. THE ASSESSOR, TAX-COLLECTOR, AND/OR THE AUDITOR CONTROLLER TO FURNISH NOTICE TO ALL PROSPECTIVE TAXPAYERS WHO MAY BE AFFECTED BY THE RECAPTURE METHOD DURING THE STATUTE OF LIMITATIONS PERIOD (FOUR YEARS) IN ORDER TO PRESERVE THE CLAIM, IF ANY.  NOTHING WITHIN THIS DIRECTIVE PROHIBITS THE ASSESSOR FROM DEFENDING THIS CASE IN THE APPELLATE COURT.  IF THE ASSESSOR DECIDES TO HIRE OUTSIDE COUNSEL, COUNTY COUNSEL SHALL SUPERVISE, BUT SHALL NOT DIRECT, THE COURSE OF LITIGATION.
