ANY.  NOTHING WITHIN THIS DIRECTIVE PROHIBITS THE ASSESSOR FROM
DEFENDING THIS CASE IN THE APPELLATE COURT.  IF THE ASSESSOR DECIDES
TO HIRE OUTSIDE COUNSEL, COUNTY COUNSEL SHALL SUPERVISE, BUT SHALL
NOT DIRECT, THE COURSE OF LITIGATION.
